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What is City Square Community Association?
City Square has a mandatory homeowners association.  The Association is made up of all the property owners within the community.  The Association is directed by a Board of Directors.  The Board hires the management team to assist in the day-to-day operations of the community.  Covenants are filed on every property in City Square in Superior Court.  The covenants contain all of the restrictions and responsibilities of members.

The Management Team for City Square Community Association, Inc. is Grace Management and Subdivision Services.  Grace Management assists the Board of Directors with the financial services of the community including collection of assessments, payment for services, and production of monthly financial statements.  Subdivision Services provides covenant enforcement and architectural review.

The assessments are in place to help pay for upkeep of the common areas, the association’s insurance policy, property taxes, legal expenses, financial management, and enforcement of the protective covenants.  Please pay your assessments on time.  The association must file a lien against all members who do not pay their assessments.  The legal expenses and other costs will be added to each delinquent member’s account.

Unapproved Home Improvements:

Improvements to your property such as major landscape improvements and any additional or changes made to your property must be approved prior to construction or installation by the Architectural Review Board (ARB). The enforcement process:  The covenants and by-laws dictate the legal process that the association must go through in order to mandate that a property be brought into compliance.  The board will notify property owners of any violation.  Please correct the violation by the date indicated to avoid any penalties.  The goal is not to take further legal action, but to help homeowners be responsible for their own property.  A well-maintained community means higher property values and creates a more enjoyable atmosphere for all of the owners in the community.

Article 6 Section 1

· All exterior construction, alteration, addition of any improvements including: staking, clearing, excavation, grading, filling must be approved by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) prior to commencement. Please allow up to 20 days for response.

Signs
Article 7 Section 4

tc \l1 "Signs:  Article 7  Section 4
· No sign of any kind shall be erected within the Community without the prior written approval from the ARB.
·  Signs required by legal proceedings and signs identifying the property for sale are permitted but must be consistent with the Community-Wide standard. 
· Yard sale signs are permitted, but are to be placed on property the day before event and taken down immediately following the event. 

Parking  

Article 7 Section 5

tc \l1 "Parking:  Article 7 Section 5
· Vehicles shall be parked only in designated parking areas. (Driveway or Garage). 

· Any vehicle parked on the street or elsewhere in the Community for a period longer than forty-eight (48) hours shall be towed at Owner’s expense.  
· Any towed vehicle (boat, personal water craft, recreational vehicle, motor home, trailer, motorcycle, mini-bike, scooter, go-cart, golf cart, commercial truck, camper, bus or mobile home for longer than twenty-four (24) hours shall be removed at the Owner’s expense. (except when stored in the garage or other behind property)

Garage

Article 7 Section 6
· All homes must have a garage for parking of vehicles. No carports. All garage doors must remain closed unless in use. 

Nuisance

Article 7 Section 8

· No lot shall be used for storage of anything that will cause a Lot to appear to be in an unclean or untidy condition, or that will be obnoxious to the eye, any substance that emits foul odor or any thing will cause noise or disturb the peace, safety comfort or serenity in the Community. 

Unsightly or Unkempt Conditions

Article 7 Section 9

· No activity that causes un-sightly, or un-kept conditions shall be permitted. (includes without limitation to: assembly or disassembly of motor vehicles, plumbing materials, carpet material, heating and air material, etc.) 

Antennas

Article 7 Section 10

· All antennas, satellite dishes, or similar apparatus of any kind for receiving or transmitting of radio or video signals must be approved by the Architectural Review Board. 

Tree Removal

Article 7 Section 11

· No trees located on any Lot or Community property shall be removed without written approval from the Architectural Review Board. 

Drainage

Article 7 Section 12

· Catch basins, retention ponds, detention ponds, drainage swales and drainage easements shall not be obstructed or altered unless approved by the Architectural Review Board. 

Garbage Cans, Woodpiles

Article 7 Section 14

· All garbage cans, woodpiles, air-conditioning units, heat pumps, and other similar equipment shall be located or screened to be concealed from neighboring streets, (includes the street that runs in front of the property) and other property. 

Guns

Article 7 Section 16

· The use or discharge or firearms in the Community is prohibited. 
· The term firearms includes without limitation: B-B guns, pellet guns, and any other types of guns regardless of size. 

Fences

Article 7 Section 17

· All Fences must be approved by the Architectural Review Board in writing.

Standard For 6’ Wooden Privacy fence:
Standard for Wooden Picket fence:

Must be 6’ in height. 



Must be at least 5’ in height No more than 6’ 

Must be of natural wood color

Spacing between planks no wider than 2.5”

The standards above are a general basis that the Architectural Review Board uses when approving fences in City Square. When approving fences general appearance, type and location play a major part in the decision, as it has a major impact on the overall look of the community.

Standards for picket type fences are more closely looked at. Type of wood and construction are stricter, and the location of the property for which it is intended to be located on plays a major role in the overall decision.
We must stress Picket Fences are approved on an individual basis.

Utility Lines

Article 7 Section 18

· No overhead utility lines including cable television shall be installed in the Community. 

Air Conditioning Units

Article 7 Section 19

No window air-conditioning units permitted in windows.

Lighting

Article 7 Section 19

· No exterior lighting visible from the street unless approved by the Architectural Review Board. 


Guidelines

· Approved lighting as originally installed on Lot


· Street lights in conformity with established street light

· One decorative light post




· Seasonal decorative lights

· Front house illumination of model homes

Accessory Buildings, Sculpture, Flags

Article 7 Section 21

· No accessory building, fuel tank, sculpture, fountain, flag, or similar item may be constructed on any Lot or displayed on any Lot unless approved by the Architectural Review Board in writing.

Guidelines: Note: Specifications sheet must be submitted

Storage Building/Garage

· Size: 
Maximum structure size is to be determined by the Board.
· Material: Building must be consistent with the house colors and architectural style including the appropriate ration of Brick vs. Siding.
· Colors:  Color should match the house color scheme.
· Location: A diagram of where the structure will be located on the property including its relation to property lines and the existing home. Every effort should be made to conceal from any street the runs by the property.
· All structures should be in the back yard.
· Landscaping: Landscaping should be added to soften the structure and provide screening from  streets or neighboring properties when appropriate.
· Building permit: A building permit must be obtained if required by local code and be included with request before any construction can begin.

Addition to Building

· Size: 
Size of addition must be consistent with roof line and other architectural elements.

· Please submit drawings.
· Material: Building must be consistent with the house colors including the appropriate ration of Brick vs. Siding.
· Colors: Color should match house color scheme.
· Location: A diagram of where the structure will be located on the property which must include location in relation to property lines and existing home.
· Landscaping: Landscaping should be added to soften the structure and provide screening from streets or neighboring properties when appropriate.
· Building permit: All additions must obtain a building permit if required by local code and be included.

Major Landscape

· Design: Please submit design including any changes to site that may affect run off.
· Wall designs may require permit from county. If wall adjoins another property any and all easements should be obtained and included with submission.


Decks

· Size: Please submit drawings. Must be consistent with industry stander for deck building.
· Material: Deck can be made of wood, brick, stucco, concrete, PVC, or other material consistent with industry standard for deck building.
· Colors: Color of deck should either be natural wood or the matching trim, brick or stucco or other color approved by the Board.
· Location: A diagram of where the deck will be located on the property. A diagram of where the structure will be located on the property which must include location in relation to property lines and existing home.

· Landscaping:
 Landscaping should be added to soften the structure when appropriate.
· Building permit: All decks must obtain a permit if required by local code and be included.
Energy Conservation Equipment

Article 7 Section 22

· No solar energy collector panels or attendant hardware or other energy conservation equipment permitted unless approved by the Architectural Review Board in writing. 

Swimming Pools

Article 7 Section 23

· No swimming pools shall be constructed or maintained on any Lot unless approved by the Architectural Review Board in writing.

Gardens, Play equipment and Pools

Article 7 Section 24

· No vegetable garden, hammock, statuary, play equipment (including without limitation: basketball goals) or pool shall be erected on any Lot unless approved by the Architectural Review Board in writing. 


Guidelines:

Type of play equipment:  
· Swing sets, playhouses, basketball goals, etc should be in good repair and consistent with manufactured recommended guidelines.


Location (site plan): 


· Swing sets, playhouses, etc. should be in back yard and not located to cause a nuisance to neighbors. A diagram of where the structure will be located on the property which must include location in relation to property lines and existing home.

· Basketball goals can be used on the back 1/3 of the driveway, but must be put away when not in use. (in back yard or in garage so it is not visible from the street)

Mailboxes

Article 7 Section 25

· All mailboxes within the Community must be the same. Identical mailbox replacement may be installed without approval.

Clotheslines

Article 7 Section 26
· No exterior clotheslines of any type shall be permitted upon any Lot.

Subdivision Services Enforcement Process

1. A violation can be reported by homeowners or observed by Subdivision Services during a drive through.

2. Once a violation is identified, Subdivision Services will go through the following process:

Friendly Letter will be mailed:  This letter is sent by first class mail to the homeowner to make them aware of the Covenant and/or Rule violation their home/property is in.  The homeowner is given seven (7) days for correction or to contact Subdivision Services with their intentions.

Certified Letter will be mailed:  The letter is sent both first class and certified mail to the homeowner if the violation was not corrected within seven (7) days from the first letter.  It again states the violation and advises the homeowner that if the violation is not corrected within ten (10) days, the Board has the right to enter the property and make all necessary corrections and/or impose a fine which will accrue until the violation is corrected.
